Of the other schools recruiting him, Mattox says Toledo seems most interested, but he plans on 
camping at Ohio State, Michigan State, Ball State and possibly Purdue this summer, in hopes of 
adding to his offer list.

His friend and teammate, cornerback Kenny Mullen is still awaiting his first offer, and Mattox is 
hoping they will be presented with opportunities to play together at the next level.

“[Ball State] talked about it when they offered me. They said now we have to get Kenny on board 
with us. We’ve talked about it all the time ever since we were freshmen, that we wanted to play 
together in college.”
